
The Secret to Wealth - Main Points & Responses:

1. Whatever the mind can conceive it can achieve.
True – “Ein Davar Omed Lifneu HaRatzon” – nothing can stand in the way of a true desire. This
is generally true when it comes to spiritual things, but not necessarily true when it comes to
material things.

2. To attract money, you must focus on wealth. It is impossible to bring more money into your life
when you focus on the lack of it.

Not true – There are many spiritual factors that must be considered. There is some application
of this principle in point #7.

3. It is not your job to work out “how” the money will come to you. It is your job to ask, to believe
you are receiving, and feel happy now. Leave the details to the Universe on how it will bring it
about.

Absolutely true – let G-d do the worrying. You make a reasonable effort, and He will take care
of everything else.

4. Make it your intention to look at everything you like and say to yourself, “I can afford that, I can
buy that.” You will shift your thinking and begin to feel better about money.

True for asking to have the money for the spiritual things in life

5. You need to have inner joy, the inner peace, the inner vision first, and then all the outer things
appear.

Very true: “Who is wealthy? One who is happy with his portion.” – Ethics of the Fathers, 4:1

6. Spiritual people can be wealthy.
True – but it is not our goal in life

7. Give money in order to bring more of it into your life
True – Mitzvah of Tzedakah shows our appreciation to G-d.
